This Easter Look Forward With Hope!

Wars and rumors of wars, tsunamis, earthquakes, tornadoes, immorality running rampant, Christian discipleship on the 
decline  . . . it all seems that in just three short decades all hell has broken loose in our lives and there is little to no hope of a 
change for the better.   When things go wrong we realize that hell is the place where one has ceased to hope.    

Although their circumstances were much worse than ours, the early Christians didn‟t complain: “Look what the world has 
come to,” but with joy in their hearts proclaimed, “Look what has come to the world.”  They saw the ruin that was everywhere 
around them, but they also knew the Resource for the reconstruction of that ruin. They saw that sin was on the increase, but 
they knew that God‟s grace was greater.  On that assurance their perception was transformed from despair and fatalism, to 
faith and confidence that in Christ sin had met its match.  

When you are feeling your worst, remember: the lowest ebb is the turn of the tide.  Always turning back to recover the past 
is a mistake. Christian living is not backward focused, but forward.  We are not obsessed with experiences that lie behind, but 
for doing the will of God, which is always ahead and summoning us to follow.  Leave the things that are behind, and reach 
forward to those that are before you, for at each new horizon, there will be new joys that will become the new memories.  Don‟t 
fret because life‟s joys seem behind you. There are more in front.  Look up; press forward, the best is yet to come!  

Look forward with hope!  Don‟t look  to changes in life with fear;  look at them with full hope that, as they come, God will be 
with you every step of the way. He is your keeper. He has kept you so far.  Hold fast to His dear hand, and He will lead you 
safely through all things; and, when you cannot stand, He will bear you up in His arms.  No matter what may happen tomorrow, 
your Father will either shield you from suffering, or He will give you strength to bear it.  As Christians, we are to live as 
prisoners of hope. 

A woman was diagnosed with a terminal illness and had been given three months to live. As she was getting her things in 
order, she contacted her pastor and asked him to come to her house to discuss some of her final wishes. She told him which 
songs she wanted sung at her funeral service, what Scriptures she would like read, and what outfit she wanted to be buried in. 
She requested to be buried with her favorite Bible. As the pastor prepared to leave, the woman suddenly remembered 
something else. “There‟s one more thing,” she said excitedly. “What‟s that?” said the pastor. “This is important,” the woman 
said. “I want to be buried with a fork in my right hand.” The pastor stood looking at the woman, not knowing quite what to say. 
The woman explained. “In all my years of attending church socials and potluck dinners, when the dishes of the main course 
were being cleared, someone would inevitably lean over and say, „Keep your fork.‟ It was my favorite part of the meal because 
I knew something better was coming—like velvety chocolate cake or deep-dish apple pie. “So, when people see me in that 
casket with a fork in my hand and they ask, „What‟s with the fork?‟ I want you to tell them: „Keep your fork. The best is yet to 
come!‟”  

Keep your face to the sunshine and you won‟t see the shadows.  Move ahead!   Don‟t stay locked in your past. Don‟t keep 
focusing on yesterday with its heartaches and problems. It‟s not important how many people have disappointed you, failed you, 
and done you wrong. The crucial issue now is not what they did, but what God has done … and what He‟s going to do. Go 
forward. Keep believing. Keep moving!  

Life with Christ is an endless hope; without Him, a hopeless end.  Christian hope for life beyond death is a hope that has 
passed through the sufferings and death of Jesus on Calvary. Christians affirm the good news of Easter only in the wake of the 
anguish of Good Friday. Our hope for everlasting life permits no evasion of death‟s hard reality.  Christian hope is a hope which 
has seen everything . . . the good, the bad, and the ugly . . .and endured it all without despair, because it believes in a God who 
conquers all.  Christian hope is not hope in the human spirit, nor is it is a hope in human goodness,  endurance, or 
achievement.  Christian hope is a hope in the power of God to reconcile all things to Himself through Jesus . . . who, on Easter 
morning, opens the gates of heaven for all who believe. 

This year our Passion Week celebration reaches a crescendo with Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, Easter Vigil, and 
Easter Morning worship.  I invite you not only to attend, but to invite your unchurched friends and family to join you.  It is a 
pivotal time to share the hope that lives in our hearts.  This Easter we encourage all to look forward with hope.  Christ is Risen!  
He is risen, indeed!
